1.  You need a free reading book, your textbooks and your agenda 
everyday. 

2. - 1 trapper keeper or binder 
3. – 6 spiral notebooks 70 pages or more; 2 for Math, 2 for Lang, 1 for 

Science and 1 for Social Studies. 
4. – Loose leaf paper (white) 
5. – Pencils and pens; 2 sharpened pencils and a black or blue ink pen 

are to be brought to class each day. A red pen is needed for checking. 
A pencil case that fits in your binder or a zipper case will be useful. 

6. – Six (6) folders with pockets and prongs 
7. – Book covers for all textbooks (may use paper sacks or fabric covers. 

It is a requirement to have books covered throughout the entire year. 
8. – Colored pencils or markers 
9. – Ruler 
10.  – (1) 1 ½ inch 3 ring notebook for Science 
11.  – Highlighter and one pink eraser 
12.  – 1 inch 3 ring notebook for Civics (8th grade) 
13.  – Graph paper for Math (8th grade) 
14.  – Goggles for Science class 
15.  – 2 large boxes of tissues – take to your 1st hour class
